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Connection and Cabling:

There are five terminals with
numbers on the base.
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The detector can not be installed under worse environment e.g. Coldest and dusty. Do
not remove the dust proof cover until use the detector.

Make sure that there is no block within 0.5m form detector .
Keep the distance between detector and wall more than 0.5m.

Detector should be install Horizontally. If need, to be installed slantingly please keep
the angle less than 45 degrees.

Make sure the distance between detectors be less than 3.5m. And the distance
between detector and corner must be less than half of the one between detectors.

Detectors base be installed solid. Wire connection must be reliable.

Recommendations should be carried out every six months a simulated fire test, the
detectors are working properly.

For various reason like change in environmental condition, electric disturbance and
tampering, the product may not perform as expected. The user is advised to take all
necessary precautions for his/her safety and protection of his/her property.
